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Waveform 1:  Two 60 Hz sine waves 120 degrees out of phase.  The length of the selection (in white) is 5ms, which confirms the 120 degree phase shift.  This was calculated by 1/3 the period at 60 Hz.  1/60 = 16.666 ms for one complete cycle.  Divide by 3 for the 3 phases = 16.666/3 = 5.555 ms.
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Waveform 2:  Both sine waves “mixed” together.  Note that the selection is 16ms, or 60Hz, and that the amplitude of each sine wave is exactly half.
